FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS ABOUT ROP

Why should I take an ROP class?

Experience is the best teacher.  ROP can help you get the experience needed to obtain your first job, update your existing skills, and prepare you to qualify for a better job.  Many courses include “hands-on” internships in business and industry.  ROP can also be very helpful in the exploration of your college major.  People who complete ROP courses obtain skills and experience demanded by employers and those who are university/college bound are able to examine areas of interest before making long-term commitments.  University/college applicants may receive priority consideration when transcripts show evidence of involvement in a related career program, such as ROP; especially in many popular or highly impacted fields of study.  Students are also prepared to seek advanced training and realize the value of continuing education.  Articulation with local colleges offers advanced placement and/or credit by examination for completion of many ROP courses.

Who is eligible to take ROP classes?

ROP courses are open to high school seniors, juniors, sophomores, and then adults residing within the five participating school districts served by Coastline ROP.  Since classes are filled with students from 25 high schools, many fill very quickly.  It is very important to sign up EARLY!

Do I get high school credit for taking an ROP class and will the class show up on my transcript and report card?

Yes!  Although job skills attainment is the main objective of ROP classes, grades and credit will be given and applied toward high school graduation upon successful completion of an ROP course.

I have a full load of classes during the day, when can I take an ROP class?

Many ROP courses are offered after school or in the evening.  Summer semester is also a good time to take an ROP course.

How long do ROP classes last?

Most ROP classes operate on the same semester system as your high school and are one semester in length.  Classes meet from one to five days a week and from one to four hours per day. 
How do I get to an ROP class that is not held at my high school?

ROP courses are often taught in businesses or at other high schools.  Students are responsible for providing their own transportation to and from their class or internship site.  Free OCTA bus passes are available to high school students to get to and from ROP class/internship sites.

How much does it cost to take an ROP class?

The ROP, as part of the public school system, is a state-funded education program; therefore, there is no tuition for high school students.  Some courses may require a fee or deposit for books, uniforms, and/or/ class related supplies.  Some medical related courses may require additional costs for physical examinations, immunizations, certification examinations, etc.  (Check the course description in the schedule of classes for specific requirements.)

Who teaches ROP classes?

All ROP instructors hold a valid teaching credential.  In many cases, the ROP instructor is an experienced person from the business/industry for which you are training.  They can provide first-hand knowledge and career guidance relating to their career area.  In addition, many ROP instructors are contacted by business about job opportunities that would be appropriate for a student with your new level of training and experience.

How and where do I sign up?
