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Honors Placement
Freshman level classes that require students to meet pre-requisites are English Honors 1, World Geography Honors, World Geography MUN, Geometry and Biology.

English Placement
Three English classes are available to incoming ninth grade students:

· English 1 is designed for the average and college prep student.

· English 1 Honors is designed for the outstanding, academically motivated student. Students considering English Honors 1 must meet the following criteria:
1. 7th Grade CST Score of 375 or above

2. 8th Grade 1st semester English Grade of A or B

3. Gates MacGinite reading test results at or above grade level 9.6

4. 8th Grade teacher recommendation

5. *Possible writing sample

· English LEP 1, 2, 3 or English Shelter are for students identified as Limited English Proficient (LEP). Students are assigned based on their English language skills and 8th grade teacher recommendation. All identified LEP students must also be enrolled in an English Language Development (ELD) class.

Social Studies
Ninth grade students may enroll in World Geography as an elective course.

· World Geography Honors and World Geography Honors MUN are year-long courses

· Students considering World Geography Honors must meet the following criteria: 

1. 7th Grade ELA Score of 375 or above
2. 8th Grade 1st Semester History Grade of A or B

3. Gates MacGinite reading test results at or above grade level 9.6

4. 8th Grade Teacher Recommendation

Math Placement
Mathematics placement is determined by a student’s score on the Algebra Placement Exam or the Geometry Placement Exam given at the feeder school. 
Science 
Life Science and Biology are offered at the ninth grade level.

· Life Science – 1 year freshman level non-lab science class. (Not CSU/UC approved)
· Biology – 1 year freshman level lab science class. (CSU/UC A-G approved)
      Students considering Biology must meet the following criteria:

1. 7th Grade ELA and Math CST Score of 375 or above

2. 8th Grade 1st semester science Grade of A or B 

3. Gates MacGinite Reading Test results at or above grade level 9.6

4. 8th Grade Teacher Recommendation

5. *Math Placement Test resulting in geometry placement recommended.

World Language
Courses are offered in Spanish, French, and American Sign Language. Students must be at or above grade level. 

Physical Education
All ninth grade students must enroll in a Physical Education course. Placement on an athletic team is contingent on trying out and making the team. 
Electives
Elective courses are offered in Business Technology, Consumer/Family Studies, Industrial Technology, Science, and Visual/Performing Arts.
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
